OSP RUS Project Engineer

Job Title:  Outside Plant Engineer
Job Summary:

A primary function of the OSP RUS Project Engineer will be to identify and evaluate proposed aerial, underground and ISP fiber optic cable routes to facilitate the efficient bidding of Turnkey OSP fiber optic projects within RUS guidelines.  Identification and documentation of potential risk factors of selected routes including congested rights-of-way and congested aerial facilities.  The individual will need to work closely and coordinate detailed information with other departments within Turkey Network Solutions as well as customers.  Travel will be required.
A second primary function of the OSP RUS Project Engineer will be the coordination and execution of tasks pertaining to awarded RUS projects within the assigned territory.  Including but not limited to completion of detailed aerial, underground and ISP field engineering for submittal to CAD, review of completed CAD for final sign-off.  Re-engineering of any design changes and change orders.  Complete pre-construction ride outs with AHJ’s and facility owners.  Complete pre-construction ride outs with Operations if requested or required.  The Outside Plant RUS Project Engineer will also be the primary contact for Operations addressing questions and facilitating efficient construction within RUS guidelines.
In short the OSP RUS Project Engineer will understand the RUS contract and assume ownership of all assigned projects from feasibility and route selection through construction and final documentation, ensuring that all RUS requirements are met.

Functions/Responsibilities:

1. Comprehensive aerial, underground and ISP fiber optic route design within RUS guidelines.

2. Identify, coordinate and inquire with AHJ’s (Authorities having Jurisdiction) including:

· Cities, villages, townships, counties & DOT’s
· Railroads

· Army Corps of Engineers & DEQ’s

· Joint Use Facility owners and processes, i.e. poles and conduit

3. Identify OSP construction method including aerial strand/lash, directional boring, trenching and plow.

4. Create of detailed aerial and underground route design maps

5. Complete detailed aerial, underground and ISP field engineering

6. Review CAD to insure proper engineering and design within RUS guidelines
7. Coordinate with permit acquisition
8. Point of contact for Operations regarding design questions
9. Compile and verify as-built documentation
10. Provide weekly status reports of all assigned projects to Engineering Management

11. Other duties that management deems necessary for successful completion of projects
